B) Must be in chronological order of events, starting with Unit or District installation
through end of year. All pictures must be labeled with “Who, and What (Who is in the
picture, and What is going on.) (Remember ALA Year is July 1% - June 30'")

C) Each event should have a flyer for the event, or an inserted page that will have the date
of the event and where it was held.
